In Brief…Annual Survey of Hours & Earnings 

The Office for National Statistics conducts a survey called the Annual Survey of Hours and Earnings (ASHE). It includes information about the levels of earnings and hours worked for employees. The data is based on a one percent sample of employee jobs taken from HM Revenue & Customs. The latest data is for 2014 and was released.
Key Points
· The median gross weekly earnings for full time workers in Milton Keynes in 2014 were £517. This compares to £523 for England as a whole.
· The median gross weekly earnings for people working full time in Milton Keynes rose from £511 in 2008 to £517 in 2014. Between 2013 and 2014 the earnings decreased by 3%.

Gross weekly earnings- Full time employees pay on adult rates before tax. 
Median – This is a measure of the average. It is the middle value when all values are ordered by magnitude.
